of Center opinion, the Mess Committee composed of Blook

Representatives and the Advisory Board members submitted

the following report to Mr. L. Cs Shaffer, who requested

sugrestions pertaining to feeding and housings

Parts of the roport have been deleted; however,

more important recommendations have been retaineds

QUALITY: Tho gquality of the food served in the Center
alwvays has boen good, exccpt for one or two itcms
vthich will be listed undor recommendations.

QUANTITY: The amount of food served should be increasod.
On several ocoasions, sufficient food was lacking for
the third shift, particularly in the quantity of meoat
sorved.

VARIETY: Tho variocty of food sorved is satisfootory un-
dor the prasent ciroumstances. Since, tho committoc
fools that with tho present kitohen spaco and faoile
ities, it would only make work moro difficult for tho
mess erow to add more varioty.

RECOMMENDATIONS :

1. Rioe: There has been o dofinjite improvemont in
the quality of rice, but sinec riocc is an impor-
tant item in the Japenose diet, we recommend tho
use of the botter or bost guality.

In order to cook rice properly; wo strongly
urge tho authorities to provide proper amd neces-
sary faoilities amd kitchon cquipment at relooo-
tion areas and oontorsas well as ot assembly ocen-
