and those transferring to the universities needed only %o complets a fifth year

In 1915, Pacific, under the i thority of a new state law, began giving
special elementary and high school credbnt.,.ials in Art, lusic, and P.E..f followed in
1923 by a special credential in expression. witn the' coming of Pre's.y MIss in
1919, the upper division was strengthene&and COP gave all the undergraduate wbrk
for the several credentialse Wl

Barly in the 1920's, Knoles was approached by the State Superintendant of
Public Inétruction and urged %o organize s School of Edusation with chi‘arings
through the £ifth year and apply for the right to give Socnndaiy Credetinls.

In Deceuber 1923, the School of Lducation was organized and on Jamuary 10, 1924,

it was recognized by the State Board of Rducation, and COP was placed on the list
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of aceoredited colleges and universities., In June, 1924, the last year at San

Josee the first General Junior High Slchool Credontial was given, and also baginning
‘with the organization of the School o Education, Pacific was suthorized to give the
General High Sohool Credsntiml, a Specisl Credsatie 1 in Public Spedcing,
credentials in Secondary snd Elemsabpry Supervision and Administrotion.

Upon moving to Stookton theve was an immadiate demand f£or the @dneral Elementary
Credential and practice tosching e xperience. This was lrmmdlatoly granteds In
1940, GOP star te§. gi.ving a Special Credentisl in Home Making, followed in 1944 by
| Supervisors Cradant;ais in Art, :mmé and Pells In 1945, CO¥ connenced giving
the Special Secondary Credentisl in Speech Arts and Spesoh Correction, and in
1947 the Attendance Officer Credential was givens

At the time of the organization of the Dspartment of Lducation, there were
3 full time teachers snd several part time teachers plus departmentsl representativess
Upon moving to Stookt-on.' the depart}nent became active in "leasheys-in-service"
training and established courses on Saturdays, evenings and late afternoons. This
woﬂc finally led to the establishment of the first Swamer School in 1926, Also
for a period of about 3 years in the lafte 20's, the School of Education darried
on extension work in Sacramento, Turlock and Contra Costa Countye

In 1926, Pacific's Alumai Secretaxy, Bernice Fiola, establisied the appoint=
ment service in conjunotion with the Alumni Offices Although this service was
not restricted t6 teacher candidates, the great proportion of its woilk was fop
‘thls Broupe Toa.oheré trained at COP have been widely appointed through Central
Cal ifornia and have been very successfule

Dre. Harris was succesded as Dean of the School of Education by Dre. Jantzen
in Fe‘bhér& 1944 after devoting over 30 years to the development of Pacific's

Bducation Depsrtment = the last 20 years as Dean of the Schools
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
