BOARDING. 

A limited number of pupils will be received into the family of the Presi­
dent, who will extend to them special care.

LITERARY SOCIETIES. 

There are two Societies (Archanian and Khizomian) connected with the 
Institution, which meet weekly for Debate, Declamation, and Composition.

PUBLIC WORSHIP. 

All students are required to attend public worship twice every Sunday; 
and be present at daily morning and evening prayers in the College Chapel. 
They may select (subject to the advice of parents) their place of worship, 
and they will be expected to be regular attendants at the church so 
preferred. 

GOVERNMENT. 
Believing that the ends of College government can be best secured by 

teaching students to govern themselves, no attempt is made to render 
transgression impossible by mere physical constraint. The constant endeavor 
is to inculcate right moral principles, and to cultivate the moral feelings, and 
that delicate regard to a good reputation which is always a quality of a 
virtuous tnind.

6. Students desiring to leave town for any cause, are required to obtain 
permission from the President or a Professor. 

7. They will be expected to practice punctuality and diligence in study 
and attendance at recitations, and to yield prompt and cheerful obedience 
to such additional regulations as the faculty may, from time to time, find 
it expedient to adopt. The more specific regulations relating to the rights 
and duties of the Faculty and Students, are made known on entering the 
University.

A good beginning has been made in the collection of minerals and geo-
logical specimens, and illustrations of Zoology. The collections are con­
stantly increasing in number and variety. 

LIBRARY. 
A valuable addition of some six hundred volumes has recentlv been 

made to the University Library, making, with previous collections, a good 
foundation. 

THEOLOGICAL SCHOOL. 

'I lie Trustees have initiated a Theological Department for the benefit of 
young men who have the ministry in view. The requisite instructions will 
be given, for the present, by Professors in other departments. By this 
arrangement many have been already benefited. 

LOCATION. 
Santa Clara is situated forty-eight miles soutli of San Francisco, in the 

midst of a beautiful valley. It is as free from temptations to dissipation as 
any town of the kind m the State. It is accessible from San Francisco by 
railroad every day. It is unsurpassed in pleasantness and salubrity of 
climate. ' • 

F E M A L E  D E P A R T M E N T .  
RESIDENCE. 

Young ladies are required to board either in the Institution or with their 
parents, and are thus constantly under the special care of responsible guar­
dians. Pupils from a distance should spend the winter vacation at the 
Institution. 
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FURNITURE AND OUTFIT. 

The rooms are furnished with bedstead, mattress, pillows, chairs, writing 
table, waslistand and appurtenances. Boarders furnish their own bed covering, 
lights, towels, napkins, and napkin rings. It is suggested that parents fur­
nish their daughters with thick shoes, India rubbers and an umbrella. All 
articles of clothing must he caref ully marked.

Pupils may enter at any time, and be charged only from the date of entering j 
to the close of the session; but. no deduction is made for absence, except in 
cases of protracted illness. Books, stationery, etc., will be furnished at San 
Francisco prices, for cash. 

GOVERNMENT; 

Our constant endeavor is to inculcate right principles of action, and to 
exercise and improve the conscience, and properly cultivate that delicate 
regard to reputation which is always a quality of a virtuous mind. The 
Bible is our standard oi appeal in morals and religion. But while religious 
faith is regarded as essential to a stable moral character, no sectarian or 
special form of such faith is insisted on, or even commended to the pupil, as 
essential to virtue and happiness. hen appeals to the better feelings, to 
reason and conscience, fail to control, the student wiil not be retained in the 
school. 

The young ladies are required to attend public worship on the Sabbath at 
such churches as parents fnay dictate. 

Visitors welcomed at all times, except on the Sabbath. 
Pupils holding correspondence ot any kind, with persons not connected 

with the Institute, except by consent ot the Faculty and parents, will be liable 
to dismissal. 

Visits by pupils, during the term, are not allowed. 
( alls are not received in private rooms, and are limited to hours not 

devoted to school requirements.

ENDOWMENT. 
In April 1866, the Trustees purchased a part of what is known as the 

STOCKTON RANCHO, situated between Santa Ciara and San Jose, containing 
about four hundred and thirty-five acres. This property fronts on the ABA. 
MEDA, and extends back to the Guadalupe river, and is intersected by the 
Sun Fruncisco and San Jose Railroad. 

This land has been plotted, and, after reserving avenues and streets and a 
Campus of about eighteen acres fronting on the Railroad, is ottered for sale 
in lots to suit purchasers, at an advance of one hundred per cent, on cost, 
the profits to constitute a permanent ENDOWMENT FUND. The eligible loca­
tion of this property, its proximity to San Jose and Santa Clara, the Campus 
being less than one mile and a half from the business centres of each of 
these flourishing towns, the fertility of the soil, the salubrity of the climate, 
etc. make it very desirable for homesteads, and warrant its speedy sale 
The prosecution of this enterprise thus far has fully met the expectation of 
the Board of Trustees, and assures a handsome endowment for the 

Institution.
