The following season in Stockton Roy Otto-
son pitched the Tigers to a 27-7 halftime lead but
Ron Drzewiecki paced Marquette to a second half
comeback and a 27-27 tie. Last season COP pulled
a major upset by tying the Warriors, 20-20, in an-
other heart-stopper.

For the 1954 Tigers this will be farewell for but
seven seniors tonight. Captain and Center Jim
Timms, Quarterback Milt Adair, Left Tackle Jack
Meeks, Right End Ed Griffith, Right Tackle Bing
Downing, Right Guard Jim Fleming and Left Guard
Frank DeParsia are the Bengals who are running out
the string. All of which means that Myers will have
a solid veteran crew on hand in 1955 to meet that
rugged schedule.

He also
wanted to knock the Spartan “jinx” for a loop and

that he did.

One of the real stories of the 1954 Tiger season
has been the play of the Bengal line. From end to
end, playing the toughest schedule ever for a Pacific
team, it has averaged 198 actual pounds and held
the combined competition to an average of but 138
yards per game rushing. The development of such
sophomores as Laack, O’Rourke, Montabana and Lee
on the second unit along with Nisby on the first is
a real feather in the cap of Nikcevich.

College football is on the way out for another
year but 1955, with prospects for a fine team and a
rugged schedule already lined up, is just around the
corner.
