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TOREROS (NEE PIONEERS) KICK OFF 1961 HOME SCHEDULE IN NEW 'ARENA' 
TIGERS, NOT BULLS, ARE OPPONENTS 

New things are happening up Alcala Park way today. 
A new stadium, a new nickname and a new opponent will greet University of San Diego 

football fans this afternoon as the Toreros meet the Tigers from the University of Pacific 
(formerly College of Pacific) in a 2 p. m. match at USD Stadium. 

Today's gridiron clash will be the first ever with the powerful Bengals from Stockton, 
California and from all indications should be the start of a great rivalry between the two 
institutions. 

The arena for today's initial home match is situated at the north end of the University's 
Alcala Park campus. Nearing completion, the stadium will seat 3,500 with room for future 
expansion. Also in theprocessof construction is a press box, locker facilities and anathletic 
field house which will include a basketball gymnasium and swimming pool. 

The nickname Toreros was officially changed two weeks ago by His Excellency Charles 
F. Buddy, Bishop of San Diego and University president. The name change had long been in 
the mind of school officials and friends. Due to a concerted effort on the part of the admin­
istration, student body and Booster Club members, it became a reality. 

The athletic teams were Pioneers no more—but Toreros—a Spanish word describing a 
bullfighter in general and encompassing within it the daring, honor and tradition of the corrida. 

Today's contest will see no fiery mad toro engaged in a battle to the death, but the spirit 
of the bullring should be evident nevertheless. 

The Toreros, under coach Mike Pecarovich, will be out after their first win of the season, 
having lost their opening match at Whittier College by a 27-0 margin. 

The Tigers have already played two games, winning their first from Long Beach State, 
12-7, and dropping their second, last Friday, to a strong San Jose State eleven, 16-0. 

When a Torero meets a Toro, the outcome is almost evident; but when a Torero meets 
a Tiger—watch and see. 

"The tradition of an outstanding intercollegiate athletic 
program, we pray, has its inception today as we open 
our home stadium. The start of relations between the 
Tigers of UOP and the Toreros of USD signifies a 
major step in this direction. We are proud to inau­
gurate 'new horizons' for the University of San Diego 
on our home field with such a respected and worthy 
opponent as the University of Pacific. "
