Among the interesting sights the 
group saw were: the bull fights in 
Mexico City, pyramids larger than 
those of Egypt, and the trip from 
Orizaba to Mexico City, which is 
considered by many as the most 
scenic in the world.

Werner replied: "I believe the old 
ruins, pyramids, and palaces of Teo-
tihucan were by far the most in­
teresting sights of our trip."

VIA AIR TO SWEDEN 

Having fulfilled all Rotary obliga­
tions, the next move was made into 
Sweden in search of the site of Mrs. 
Knoles' father's farm which was 
discovered in northern Sweden near 
the village of Tanjer. The trip into 
Sweden from Paris was made via 
air in five hours and ten minutes in­
cluding two stopovers totaling fifty-
five minutes. i 

In commenting on the fine air ac­
comodations, Dr. Knoles explained 
that the plane was of Douglas manu­
facture from Santa Monica, powered 
by Curtis-Wright motors and piloted 
by California trained, Swedish flyers. 

The eight day stay in Sweden was 
culminated in a return trip through 
Copenhagen and Hamburg to Paris. 
In Paris, two additional days wei, 
used in touring the World's Fair be­
fore embarking for America on the 
Steamer Bergengaria. 

TRANSPORTATION 
During the European visit, all 

types of transportation were utilized 
in completing the trip. In addition 
to the planes a- ' fearners, trips 
were accomplished by canal boat, and 
both electrified and coal burning rail­
ways.
