T is midnight on the Macedonian

plains. The stars look down in
peace on the sleeping villages. Far
away the hills appear like a thin
grey line stretching along the hori-
zon. The nodding trees and silent
meadows are sleeping too and dan-
ger seems farther away than yonder
line of spectral hills. Only the howl
of the wolf disturbs the sweet rest-
fulness of the scene, as he is aroused
to activity by the passing breeze
and skulks away into the darkness.
But look! from yonder village a
flame starts up. and as it leaps
higher and spreads from house to
house there is borne to us on the
midnight air a cry of agony. And
now nearer, and farther too, the
flames leap forth, and as village
after village is wrapped in the
lurid mantle, the shrieks of the vic-
tims and the curses of the assassins
come rolling across like the billows
of the ocean and the very midnight
air seems to groan under the burden
of the awful sound. The heart
grows sick and we turn aside till
the work of destruction is complete.
And the moon as it rises over the
hills throws a ghastly light across
the scene, and the stars look down
with horror upon the smoking
embers of desolate villages.

Upon such scenes as this the
world has been forced to look for a
century. During that time, while
the rest of the world has been
steadily advancing, the ‘‘Unspeak-

able Turk’ has obstinately and
persistantly refused to advance. In
Asia his presence has been a blot
and in Europe a curse. For four
centuries the Ottoman Empire has
stood as the stanchest defender of
Mohammedanism and the deadliest
foe of Christianity. And because in
the days of his ascendancy the Turk
was able to obtain a foothold in
Europe, the ‘“‘curse of God’’ remains,
with this and
among nations for its champion.

robber assassin
And because Turkey occupies a sort
of keystone position in the arch of
European politics, it must not be
disturbed, lest, perchance, its re-
moval the whole
structure to fall in confusion.

Not Macedonia alone has suffered
from the rapine of the Turk. The
memory still other
atrocities committed against help-
and unoffending Armenia,
Egypt and Palestine, the plains of
Galilee and the hills of Judea, where
once walked the Prince of Peace,
have been reddened with the blood
of murdered innocents.
Balkan region has time and
been ravaged by the soldiers of the
Sultan, and time and again have
the powers of Europe been forced
to step in and call a halt. When-
ever the Crescent has shone, it has
illumined a land of sorrow, a land
where the sword with its tale of
blood, and savage men with their
nameless horrors, have left a path

Nor is the iniquity of Turkish
administration exemplified only in
an occasional massacre, but in con-
tinued and unmitigated misrule.
Let me give this one incident as an
illustration in point. A report was
brought to the governor of a pro-
vince that a certain commander of
troops was using torture as a
means of extorting taxes and pro-
visions from the people. The gov-
ernor immediately sent this dis-
patch to the commander, ‘‘Please
inform me immediately whether or
not you are using torture in your
administration. If so, I must send
a committee of investigation.” On
receiving a denial the governor read
it to the person who had brought
the report, remarking at the same
time, with the utmost assurance,
“You see there was no truth at all
in that report.”” As if a man that
resorted to torture would hesitate
to deny this to a governor a hun-
dred miles away! It is such rule as
this that has time after time goaded
the subjects of the Sultan to armed
resistance.

In earlier years such conduct led
the powers of Europe to mete out
summary punishment to the Turk
for his misconduct. = As a result
Bulgaria, Servia, Crete and various
other provinces were torn from his
grasp and placed under indepen-
dent or autonomous governments.
But in late years the concert of the
powers has ceased to be harmoni-
ous, one nation looks with distrust

upon another and none dares to
take the initiative in bringing
about a better state of affairs. As

a result of this, after the Mace-
donian Massacres of 1878, when
Russia had forced Turkey to give
up Macedonia, the western nations
intervened and handed back the
Macedonian Christians to the ten-
der mercies of the Turk, lest this
victory should give Russia too
commanding a position in Euro-
pean politics. As a further result
of this condition of affairs, England
in 1896 decreed that there should
be no intervention in Armenia, and
the Sultan’s troops were permitted
to continue their work of extermin-
ation.

But though Europe willnot inter-
fere,it does protest, and the Sultan,
being an amiable man, promises
reform, and Europe’s conscience is
thereby satisfied. It was so a
quarter of a century ago in Mace-
donia, but the promises were never
fulfilled and now the world is com-

pelled to look upon the results of

that remorseless Berlin Treaty. It
was so in the case of Armenia, but
the extermination went on. While
Europe protests and remonstrates,
wondering why reforms are not
made and fearing to carry out the
one summary reform that is de-
manded, he “Unspeakable Turk”
continues his work of blood-shed.

And still the Macedonian cry
rings hopelessly, despairingly across
the waters, *“‘Come over and help
us!” How long will the great
spirit of humanity contemplate
with complacency the awful spec-
tacle? How long will so-called
Christians nations look unheeding
upon the signal fires of burning
villages, and hear with indifference
the death-cry of murdered mothers
and slaughtered infants? And how
long will a just God hold back the
avenging hand from the guilty
heads of those who, possessing the
power, refuse to quell the rapine of
the destroyer or to stay the hand
of the assassin?
